
Crochet Ornaments

Materials: 
- Size F/5 crochet hook 
- Moda Dea Sassy Stripes (or other  
sock-weight yarn) 
- Aunt Lydia’s Fashion Crochet  
Thread, size 5 (metallic) 
- Styrofoam balls, 2  inch diameter 
- Yarn needle for weaving in ends 

Abbreviations used: 
 ch = chain 

sc = single crochet 
 inc = 2 sc in same stitch 
 dec = single crochet decrease

Instructions:  Holding both yarns together and with size F/5 hook. 
1. Ch 2.  6 sc in 2nd chain from the hook (ring made). 

2. Inc in each sc around (12sc) 

3. *Sc in next sc.  Inc in next sc. Repeat from * around (18sc)  

4. Sc in each sc around. 

5. *Sc in each of next 2 sc.  Inc in next sc.  Repeat from * around. (24sc) 

6. Sc in each sc around. 

7. *Sc in each of next 3 sc.  Inc in next sc. Repeat from * around. (30sc) 

8. Sc in each sc around. 

9. *Sc in each of next 4 sc.  Inc in next sc. Repeat from * around. (36sc) 

10. Sc in each sc around. (center row) 

11. *Sc in each of next 4 sc.  Dec across next 2 sc. Repeat from * around. (30sc) 

12. Sc in each sc around. 

13. *Sc in each of next 3 sc.  Dec across next 2 sc. Repeat from * around. (24sc) 

14. Insert foam ball.  It will be a tight fit, but it will go in.  From this point on, crochet 
with ball in place.  It is a little tricky, but it works. 

 

15. Sc in each sc around. 

16. *Sc in each of next 2 sc.  Dec across next 2 sc. Repeat from * around. (18sc) 

17. Sc in each sc around. 

18. *Sc in next sc.  Dec across next 2 sc. Repeat from * around. (12sc) 

19. *Dec across next 2 sc. Repeat from * around. (6sc) 

20. Finish off, and cut leaving long tail.  Using yarn needle, weave end through last 6 
stitches to pull tight.  Tie off and attach tail to form loop for hanging.  Happy 
Holidays!
